The James Allen, Jr. Memorial Scholarship Award was created in 2003 by our late club member Jimmie Al-
len and his wife through a bequest to the Rotary Club of Shreveport Foundation, honoring their deceased 
son, James Allen, Jr. a Centenary alumnus.
